Bike/Taxi/Muni Interaction Study

Comparing “MUNI TAXI ONLY” lanes (3rd-12th) with “MUNI ONLY” lanes (Main-3rd)

• 8 hours observations collected fall 2021

• 47 Muni operator surveys

• 142 taxi driver surveys
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Vehicles/Hour Using Center Lanes
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Muni Delays/Conflicts in Center Lanes
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• 7 of 235 (3%) observed Muni vehicles had minor delays approaching boarding islands –

most due to 3+ Muni vehicles arriving during one signal cycle.

• No taxi pick-ups or drop-offs observed at boarding islands



Taxi Use of Center Lanes
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• 48% observed taxis used center lane where permitted (7th IB AM; 5th OB PM)

• 78% observed taxis used center lane where prohibited (1st IB AM; 2nd OB PM)

Taxi Driver Survey - Unsafe Interactions 
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Taxi Driver Feedback on Muni-Only Lanes
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• Confusing to customers who may believe taxis are prohibited from being on Market

• Challenges with curbside lanes being blocked, particularly IB at 1st

• Added delay for taxi trips



Muni Operator Feedback - Delays
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Muni Operator Feedback – Unsafe Interactions

• Five traffic signal upgrades
• Repave curb lane and intersections, including 
crosswalks
•Construct ADA-compliant curb ramps
•Construct four bulb outs at Sixth, Hyde, and 
Mason/Turk
•Replace sidewalks at the corners
•Streetscape improvements including new trees, 
benches and bike racks

Utility work:
• Install four catch basins near 6th to improve drainage 
• Minimal sewer work triggered by curb ramp and 
regrading work 

• Relocate one low pressure fire hydrant for sidewalk 
widening

• Minimal Auxiliary Water Supply System (AWSS) 
work at Market/6th St triggered by bulb out

• Minimal Overhead Contact System (OCS) work
triggered by joint OCS/signal poles
